Many of you will remember that Sorin was unable to complete the outreach portion of his DTS training with YWAM because of his health.  We had an opportunity for him to join another team for this phase and we are were glad that he was accepted so we
can go at this time.  Thanks to everyone who came forward to sponsor us, God has been faithful yet again.  We’ll be leaving on March19th.  We will first spend a week or so at a cross cultural conference in Oradea.  Oradea is a beautiful city located approx. 5 minutes from the Hungarian border.  Hopefully we’ll be spending time getting to know and integrating into the rest of the team. 

From there, we will be leaving on March 30th to go to Turkey and Bulgaria. Please pray for us.  It’s a bit daunting going away on a three month mission trip with such a small baby.  We can just stick things in a back pack for us but I don’t want to forget anything for Jadyn.  Jadyn has been such a wonderful blessing to us and already has her Daddy where she wants him.  We have all adjusted to some routines here, but we will not have too many routines on this mission journey.  

Please pray for our health and for finances whilst we’re away.  We will not be able to continue the construction on the Women’s Shelter/Medical Clinic while we are away, but our workers have found some work to help keep them employed until we return.  We pray we will be able to still have that completed by Fall 2007.

Team Ministry Update

Pray for Casa Vietii, the team in Sighisoara, and the ministry in the villages.  Mia and Lidia will be continuing with the programs and Bible studies in the villages.  They have also decided to re-open Casa Vietii for counselling since the guys will not be doing any construction work while we are gone.   Pray that God will give Mia and Lidia opportunities to minister to more women in the city and wisdom in their counselling.   

Mia’s classes are going well although we all wish she did not have to travel so far (Cluj) and so often to take her exams.   Mia did well with her first semester final exams in January and has her next final exams in June/July.  Mia has been such an asset to the ministry but even more to me and Sorin during my maternity leave and now while we are away.  Please keep her in your prayers as she juggles being a mother, a student and running Casa Vietii.  Please pray that the vehicles continue to run and they have no problems whilst the mechanic (Sorin) is away!

Please pray for Violeta.  She’s a lady from Boiu who we took to the Doctors a couple of weeks ago. She was 8 months pregnant but had not been to any doctors. The baby was moving fine and the Doctor told her to go and have some tests done.  She didn’t.  Last week she was admitted to hospital with pains and when the Doctor did an ultrasound, the baby had died.  This lady doesn’t know how to read or write and didn’t really understand everything that was going on.  


She gave birth to a stillborn 8 lb baby girl on Thursday.  We both cried a lot and to be honest I didn’t know what to say to her. The words from the ‘Casting Crowns’ song kept coming into my head “just love her like Jesus” but I don’t think anyone on earth is capable of that.  I told her a story of a man who I saw when I was in Atlanta. They had lost their firstborn baby son.  That night he was crying in bed and he saw a vision of Jesus holding the baby and dancing around the room saying ”thank you for this precious gift”.  He understood that his son was with Jesus and now Jesus was caring for his precious son. Pray for healing for this family.  I cannot really begin to understand how she feels but my heart broke for her.


Like many of the women here, Violeta already has 6 children and would like to have the surgery to be sterilized.  I spoke to Dr Rolea and she’s having the operation.  He also wants us to start with the sterilization program again, but we had concerns because the anaesthetist wanted his bribes that the ladies could not afford.  Dr. Rolea says not to worry about the anaesthetist that he will deal with him.  Pray for Dr. Rolea and our medical treatment here.  It is a corrupt system, with outdated equipment and very little modern medications…but, it is all we have and we know God can protect us and the ladies we are ministering to.
